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1. INTRODUCTION

In this production forecast report, the local production for 19 Special Controlled Products (SCP) is forecasted. At the beginning of the report,
the inclusion and exclusions for each special controlled product are discussed, of which all importers are advised to comply with this list
when importing horticulture products. Next, the tonnage expected to be harvested per production area during the forecasted period is
analysed and the producers expected to harvest specific special controlled products are shown in the availability calendar. Subsequently, the
surplus and shortages expected for each SCP are shown in the table and graphically to inform the close and open borders period. It is
imperative to note that, the production of specially controlled products is monitored by NAB and involves close border period whenever
sufficient local production is expected, and the SCP scheme is implemented in line with the market share promotion scheme to stimulate
local production of horticultural products in Namibia, as growth a home strategy implemented by the NAB. Monitored crops mentioned in
these reports are those horticultural crops whose production is closely monitored and have the greatest potential to be added to the special
controlled products in the future. Hence, the close and open borders period implementation is not applicable in the case of monitored crops
and they are imported using the mixed fruit and vegetables import permit valid for 90 days. Thus, the objectives of vegetables production
forecast reports are:

& Assist traders and producers to understand special controlled products in surplus or shortage and inform their buying and planting
decisions respectively.

< Inform the close and open borders period implementation by the NAB.

& Facilitate the market between traders and producers by demonstrating the producers that are expected to harvest certain horticulture
commodities during the forecasted period.

< Effectively disseminate information to all value chain actors and relevant stakeholders in the horticulture industry to observe the local
production volume forecasted, area planted per zone amongst others crucial aspect related to production forecasting of SCP.

2. INCLUSIONS AND EXCLUSIONS

INCLUSIONS refer to products that are not allowed to be imported when there is sufficient production locally, however, importation can be
done during the open border period. The Import permit for special controlled products is valid for 30 days.

Whereas, EXCLUSIONS refer to products that don’t form part of a Special Controlled Products scheme and are Allowed to be imported with
no restriction. Imported through mixed fruits and vegetable import permit and the permit is valid for 90 days.

5. PRODUCTION AND DEMAND FORECASTING

5. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The report concludes that the country expects a surplus local supply of beetroots, cabbage, onions, colored pepper, Sweet melon and
watermelon in November 2023. It is therefore recommended that the border be closed to restrict the importation of the aforementioned SCP
products from 01 to 31 November 2023

Whereas, Butternuts, Tomato Round, Tomato Jam, Tomato Cherry, Carrots, Green peppers, Spinach, English Cucumber and Lettuce iceberg are
forecast to be slightly in shortage with specific percentages and hence these products will be opened on a prorata basis as follows; Butternuts
(first two weeks), Carrots (30% importation of all sizes and catering sizes in exception), Tomato Jam, Round & Cherry (all open on 50%
importation ), Green peppers and Spinach (20% importation), English Cucumber (30% importation ), lettuce iceberg (30% importation).

Germsquashes, Potatoes, pumpkins, sweet potatoes and sweet corns are estimated to be insufficient for the forecasted period, hence, will be
opened for importation without restriction, however, 47% MSP rules shall apply at all times.

Conclusively, traders are encouraged to give priorities buying available local produced vegetables and fruits, irrespective of open borders
implementation for such products, and only import when deemed necessary to meet the minimum MSP requirement for each quarter. On the other
hand, producers are encouraged to share realistic production data estimates and immediately notify NAB in case of deviations from their planting
program or in the event of crop failure due to factors beyond their control.
